At the Dixie Regional Meeting in June, 2009, the DRHS Board addressed an issue that has
been a problem for us since the DRHS started in 1996: a huge mailing list, limited person-
nel, and a woefully minimal budget. Remember, we collect absolutely no dues Our only income is from the
plant auction and vendor sales at our annual meeting, and occasional donations, which are always wel-
comed!

The board agreed that the printing and mailing costs for sending out around a thousand newsletters twice per
year had to be reduced significantly. Therefore, in November, 2009, we mailed a postcard to all 1035 ad-
dresses in our database, informing our membership that all future communications would be posted on our
website but that we would continue to provide hardcopy newsletters for those members who did not have
Internet access, or who preferred to receivethe Di_x i e bR d.iSnMaik The board was very emphatic that
we would NOT eliminate all mailing via US Mail, as we do have many members who are not cyber-savvy and
we absolutely do not want them to be left out!

We will send an email alert to everyone for whom we have an email address letting you know that we have a
new issue available. Sending PDF files in emails is somewhat problematic because of the file size, and spam
filters, so we will have the PDF file available on the website, www.dixiehosta.net, and you can either read it
online, or print it from your home printer. A bonus is that the electronic version is in full color!

We hope that you will all understand that the region feels that this action is mandatory to preserve our limited
assets and at the same time, keep you well informed. This will allow us to do our mailings at less cost in the
future.
